Building With Earth
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Earth is probably still the world's commonest building material. “It can't burn down, doesn't rot and bugs won't eat it.”  Earth building with cob is inexpensive and easy to learn.  No machinery, forms, bricks or ramming.  Cob sculpts easily into organic shapes, arches, and built-in furniture.  Hands and feet create a mixture of earth and straw which is hand-worked into structural monolithic walls and floors.  Cob's resistance to rain and natural ability to stabilize temperatures makes it well suited to a wide range of climates.  Cob has been used for hundreds of years, even in the harsh climates of coastal Britain.  It contributes neither to deforestation, pollution, or mining and requires no manufactured materials or power tools, it is non-toxic and completely recyclable. We live in a time of environmental degradation, dwindling natural resources, and chemical toxins hidden in our homes.  Doesn't it make sense to return to nature's most abundant, cheap and healthy building material?
